BUS RUN – TAMATEA / TARADALE  
Our Tamatea / Taradale bus runs are operated by Metro (835 0590) and are shared with Sacred Heart College.  Enquire 
at the office for the bus route. We have been able to keep prices the same as last year. 
Term Pass is $80 (subsidized by the school) 20 ride pass is $30 and a single trip ticket is $2.   
These can be purchased from the school office.  From next week, pupils who do not have a pass/ticket will not be able to 
use the bus.

Please phone 843.9238 or text (027.750.7813) the school in the morning before 9.00am  if your child is absent from 
school.  We expect children who are late to report to the office before they go to their classr oom .  Unexplained 
absences are followed up to the best of our ability.
